ELIGIBLE RECIPIENTS:
The Joan Coyne Memorial academic scholarship is to be used for tuition, books, registration fees, or
other appropriate expenses related to the pursuit of an educational degree, or to advance job training

which is directly linked to employment.

Eligible youth must be, or have been, wards of the San Francisco Superior Court, delinquency or
dependency, and will be considered based upon their personal successes and achievements. Special

consideration will be given to youth who have actively contributed their time to volunteer efforts.

REFERRAL PROCESS:

Eligible youth must be referred by Deputy Probation Officers, Juvenile Hall Counselors, Log Cabin
Ranch Counselors, Social Workers, CASA workers, attorneys or other youth advocates.

Referrals will be screened by City Youth Now and one recipient will be selected.

2017.
